


This configuration comprises 2 single and 5 double sided columns of trays, the lift
mechanism is positioned and enters the store from above the racks.

Each tray is individually accessed and selected from either side of the operating aisle,
driven back to the top, transferred to the end of the TowerMat and delivered to a picking
station, to suit the handling method, at one or both ends of the machine, and / or, in this
case, sideways.

The TowerMat above has 2 columns of storage with the tray extractor positioned in the
middle (this reduces headroom requirements). The cassette in this application is presented
sideways outside the unit and transported to the front of the zone for access by fork lift
trucks.

This machine is storing bar and tube at 6000mm long with a load of 2500Kg per cassette.

The cassette support rails are set at a pre-determined height according to the goods being
stored; individual bays can be set to store cassettes at different heights where required.

Unlike conventional
vertical lift systems
TowerMat can also be
configured in a multi stack
version.

This has the benefit of
accommodating a larger
number of trays where
required whilst still
operating with one lift
mechanism.



Standard tray sizes are :

Length Up to 12,000mm

Width 500 to 1000mm wide for bar stock
etc. 1.5 to 2.0M wide for sheets.

Variations sizes can be manufactured to suit
specific applications.

Cassette load 500Kg to 5,000Kg

Total load Virtually no limit and additional
columns may be fitted at any time

TowerMat double sided unit constructed on
the outside of a building. The finished

installation is shown below.

Single unit for small quantities of long loads from 3,000mm
to 8,500mm. The maximum load is 1,500Kg per tray with

this version.
